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1. The SG Goals represent the issues, concerns, and projects that the Student Government considers to be important to address, solve or implement and that will be set as objectives to be accomplished.
2. The SG Goals shall be decided on and approved by the Senate by the 2nd official meeting.
3. By the 2nd official meeting of the newly elected Senate, the senators shall look and review the SG Goals of the previous year. The uncompleted goals considered important should be approved by the Senate as part of the SG goals for that year.

4. By the 2nd official meeting the AUBGSG President assigns the goals to the long-term Task Forces, appoints the task leaders and members and supervises their progress on the completion of goals throughout the year.

5. At the last Senate meeting of each month, senators have to submit an oral report to the AUBGSG President presenting the progress on the SG goals they were assigned to. Failing to submit the report will be penalized with 0.25 absence points.
6. In the first week of April, each senator should write a detailed report on the SG goal(s) he was assigned to. The report should contain the full action plan and information about the progress achieved and at what stage the work on it stopped.

· In case a specific goal is believed to be completed by the end of April, the report can be submitted till the end of the month.

· In case the goal was not completed, the report should mention the reasons why it wasn’t, so that future Senators can take over and continue work on that goal without too much difficulty.

· If the goal was completed, a full report is still necessary for future references.
