Rules of Conduct for Elections’ Candidates during Elections
Inspired by the democratic values expressed in the Student Government Constitution, 

In order to guarantee free and fair elections,

The Senate of the Student Government passed the following Rules of Conduct during Elections:

Article 1.

Once the President of the Student Government announces the candidates for the elections, all candidates shall comply with these rules stated in this bylaw without exception.
Article 2.

Any candidate that breaches any of these rules or combination of these rules shall immediately be removed from the election process.
Article 3.

The candidates will start their campaign upon the President’s announcement. The campaign will last until the actual day of elections;
Article 4.

No candidate will campaign before or after the actual campaign period, defined by the President of the SG. There shall be absolute campaign silence from 00:00 until the official results on the day of elections.
Campaigning and materials

Article 5.

Campaigning should be conducted in good spirit and understanding and ought not to include any national, religious, or sexist propaganda in accordance with AUBG and SG policies.
5.1 Candidates shall act ethically, shall not engage in bribery, extortion or any behaviour that undermines the spirit of free and democratic elections.

5.2 Campaigning shall not to include any kind of offensive campaigning towards any individual or office within the AUBG community. 

5.3 Campaign material should not contain any nudity or offensive images or slogans. 

Article 6.

Posters or any publicly posted tangible propaganda materials must be approved by Student Services or University Events Office and placed in approved locations.
Article 7.

In addition they have to place the materials in places that comply with the rules of the University.
Article 8.

No campaign materials should be within inline of sight from the place where voting is conducted.
Article 9

No candidate shall be present on the place where elections are conducted, except when the candidate shall act as a student and casts a vote. 
Article 10

Distribution of materials door-to-door in the Residence Halls is prohibited.
Article 11

Distribution of alcohol or organizing public events as support to ones’ campaign that include the above-mentioned and/or any kind gambling or as defined in article 5 is forbidden.
Article 12
Any activity on campus organized by a candidate must comply with the Residence Life rules ;
Article 13
There must be no interruption of classes or any ongoing campus activity that is not related to the campaign for the purposes of the campaign;
Article 14
Any spamming by email will be sanctioned according to the university anti-spam policy. 
Article 15
Any unsolicited phone calls, SMS, letters are prohibited as means of campaigning.
The right of privacy of any student is higher authority than any rule in this list, and therefore shall explicitly be respected;

Article 16
The Elections Committee and the President of the SG shall be those who will enforce these rules.
Article 17
Anyone can report to these two institutions the breach of any of these rules. After such notification, the President and the Elections Committee are obliged to consider the case and make a ruling.

Article 18
Anything that is not forbidden by these rules and does not breaches the rules of the University, the laws of the Republic of Bulgaria, and the regulations of the EU, is allowed.
