The purpose of the capstone grants is to assist undergraduate and graduate CSUMB students with proven financial needs in developing their Capstone projects in specified fields of study.  
The Associated Students will award grants to Capstone projects which encompass any or all of the following categories:  
(1) The Vision Statement 
(2) AS Mission Statement 
    (3) Campus or community development 
    (4)  Environmental justice issues 
    (5)  Social justice issues 
    (6)  Leadership 

    (7)  Minority/under-served community outreach and recruitment/access to higher education, and/ or leadership 
Requirements for the Associated Students Capstone Grant: 

· Must be a currently enrolled student at CSUMB, in good standing with at least a 2.0 grade point average (GPA) and not be on probation of any kind 
· Students applying for the capstone must apply for spring, summer or fall graduation of the same year as the application 
· Applicant must not have any outstanding balances owed to Associated Students 
· Submit an itemized budget 
· Submit progress reports via email upon request of the Capstone Grant Committee 
· Recipients must present an accounting of capstone expenses before the Capstone Grant Committee 
Exclusions: 

Grant monies cannot be used for purposes contrary to the Vision Statement of CSUMB or the Mission Statement of the Associated Students. Grant funds cannot be used to purchase or support any drugs, alcohol, illegal substances or activities. The grant funds also cannot be used to purchase electrical equipment, software, clothing, capital equipment, or food.   

Capstone Committee: 

The Capstone Grant Committee shall be comprised of nine (9) members including the CUSP Senator, CAHSS Senator, CPS Senator, SMART Senator, the Vice President of the Associated Students, one faculty member, one staff member, and two students at large.
