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The Budget process is very simple if you make sure you follow all the steps, and stay as up-to-date as possible.  Monday, December 4, I will be handing out the budget forms to the Senate, and on Wednesday December 6, I will be handing them out to the AOC.  As an organization you must fill out all the information asked for (Be sure to write as neatly as possible).  Reminder: Gospel Choir and The Underground Cinema Society cannot budget, because they have not been an official organization for a full semester.  However, Superfund is still readily available.   


I want the requested budgets from each class and club to by typed (No hand-written budgets will be accepted).  What I expect to see in each budget is the item/event you are asking for, how much it costs, and a description (a few sentences) of why your class/clubs thinks this is a worthwhile investment.  Finally, I want the list of budgeted items set up with the most important items at the top and the least important on the bottom, (this way my committee will know which events are the most important to your class/club, and we are less likely to take money from it).  Attached is a sample budget, which is the suggested way each club and classes budget should look.  I’m not requiring that you write up your budget this way, but if I cannot understand your formatting and/or what you are budgeting for, then it will be your fault.  I will interpret it the way I see it, which may or may not be what you had intended.


After you have your completed budget, it is now time to set up a 10 -15 minute meeting with Scott Ansevin-Allen, if you are a class in Senate.  If you are a club in AOC, set up your meeting with Bill Beardslee by email or VM.  The entire Class/Club Executive Boards are encouraged to attend, but at the very least the President and Treasurer should be present.  If this is not possible than make sure some combination of two Executive Board members are present.  If your club or class does not meet with either Scott (for senate) or Bill (for AOC), then your budget will not be considered.


Coordinator of Clubs (for AOC) and SGA President (For Senate) will submit to the SGA Treasurer a letter that reveals which organizations have not fulfilled some of the requirements expected of them, and these clubs and classes will be subject to budget penalties determined by the Appropriations Committee.


If an organization has any problems, which prevents it from following these guidelines, that organization should seek advice from the SGA Treasurer.  This includes, but is not limited to, questions with the budgeting process and any extension requests.

· There will be a special session for both Senate and AOC on Monday, February 5 at 6:30 in MH 102 to pass the budget.

· Budget Appeals will be due to Scott on Thursday, February 8, by Noon.  The appeal will be heard by the Appropriations Committee.  A recommendation will be given, by the Appropriations Committee to the Rules and Elections Committee, on the next committee night, and final decision will be made by the Rules and Elections Committee.
