Note:  This form is NOT required, nor advisable, for simple resolutions, such as a resolution requesting the money that EAC has previously approved.  If attempting to pass a simple resolution, simply obtain the HUSC floor when there isn’t a resolution pending and move that HUSC do <blank>.  If a money-related resolution, the purpose for it must have been previously approved by EAC.  You may then, in one sentence, move that HUSC approve of the amount of money that EAC has awarded for this purpose.  Or, if wishing to overturn EAC, move that HUSC overrule EAC by approving a different sum of money.  The resolution will not be tabled for a week as new business unless it calls for a bylaw or Constitutional change.

If the resolution is lengthy (greater than two sentences) it is advised that the Basic Resolution Template be followed and a copy of it be e-mailed to the Vice-President 24-hours before the meeting or a copy be saved in Microsoft Word format on a floppy disk and brought to the HUSC meeting.  Then, simply move for the title of the resolution, and it will be brought to the floor via computer projection. 

Basic Resolution Template

Title: (required)

Whereas, (supporting statement) , and

Whereas, (another supporting statement) , and

Whereas, (another supporting statement) , and

(NOTE:  A preamble is not recommended if it can be avoided.  If a preamble is included, the preamble is required to be debated separately from the main motion.  As many or few whereas clauses can be used.) 

Be it therefore resolved, (action you are requesting) , and

Be it finally resolved, (action you are requesting).

(NOTE: As many or few resolved clauses is appropriate.)
