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STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION CONSTITUTION

UNIVERSITY OF MISSOURI-KANSAS CITY

Amended December 2004


ARTICLE I: NAME

The name of this organization shall be called the Student Government Association of the University of Missouri-Kansas City, hereafter referred to as the SGA. 

ARTICLE II:  PURPOSE 

The purpose of this organization is to provide for an orderly method of government representative of all students that acts on the will of the majority while protecting the interest of the minority and stands for all students of the University of Missouri- Kansas City in all matters that concern them.

ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP 

Any student duly enrolled at the University of Missouri-Kansas City shall be a member of the SGA, entitled to all privileges and bound by all responsibilities inherent therein.  No student shall be denied membership on the basis of race, color, creed, sex, sexual orientation, age, national origin, disability, or Vietnam-era Veterans status. 
  

ARTICLE IV:  LEGISLATIVE 

A. The legislative powers of the SGA shall be vested in one (1) body, the Student 
 Senate. 

B. The Student Senate shall consist of two members from each divisional council, at least one of whom must be elected by his/her divisional council, and one member from National Pan-hellenic Council, Inter-Fraternity Council, International Student Council, Panhellenic, and the Residence Hall Association. 

C. The Administrative Vice President and the Comptroller of the SGA shall represent the Executive Branch to the Student Senate as full voting members. 

D.  Each member of the Student Senate must: 

1. Be enrolled as a full or part-time student at the University of Missouri-Kansas City. 
2. Retain good academic standing as defined by his/her respective academic units throughout the term of office. 
3. Not at any time during his/her term be placed on disciplinary probation.

E. The duties of the Student Senate shall consist of, but not be limited: 

1. To prepare and vote upon legislation affecting the student body. 
2. To review and vote upon divisional council charters, constitutions, by-laws or amendments. 
3. To approve or revoke, for just cause, student organization charters or constitutions. 
4. To consult the Executive Council on matters of student interest. 
5. To examine and approve the minutes from the previous meeting. 
6. To work with the University of Missouri-Kansas City administration and faculty to obtain full information concerning university policies and procedures, or changes to existing policies and procedures which affect student interests or concerns. 
7. To override presidential vetoes of Senate legislation. 
8. To act on duties not specifically enumerated on behalf of the student body.


F. The officers of the Student Senate shall consist of the chair, who shall be the Executive Vice President of the SGA, and the president pro-tempore, who shall be elected from the Student Senate by the first regularly scheduled meeting in October.  The President Pro Tem is responsible for:

1. Chairing the Student Senate at the request of the Executive Vice President.

2. Attending SGA Executive meetings once a month.

3. Preparing the annual Senate retreat.

4. Working with the Senators on developing legislation, resolutions, and letters.

5. Keeping in regular contact with the Academic Council Presidents and the Council Senators to discuss any items they have and see if there are ways for Senate to address them.

G. Meetings of the Student Senate shall be public and shall be held at least once a month during the regular academic year.  Meetings shall be held in accordance with Robert’s Rule of Order, Revised, except that no proxy votes either oral or written shall be allowed.  This document shall take precedence over Robert's Rules of Order in any conflicting issues. 
H. Members of the student Senate must maintain adequate attendance throughout his/her term in office.  Failure to maintain adequate attendance is defined as two consecutive absences or three absences overall during the course of his/her term.  Said failure will be grounds for removal by the Chair.  The Administrative Vice President shall present a list of Senators who have failed to maintain adequate attendance and are eligible for removal at the beginning of each regularly scheduled meeting.  The Senators shall remain on the list for a period not to exceed two (2) meetings.  After the two (2) meetings have elapsed, the names shall be removed providing no additional failure to maintain adequate attendance.  A record of such Senator’s attendance, however, shall be supplied to the appropriate school council.

I. A Senator will not be deemed absent if he/she has sent an alternate from his/her respective divisional council.  Said alternate will count towards quorum and be awarded full voting privileges.  A senator will be allowed the use of alternates for no more than three (3) regularly scheduled meetings during the course of his/her term.  If the Senator exceeds this allowance, the absences will be unexcused and the Senator will be subject to provision in Article IV (H).  The Administrative Vice President must be informed of the name of an alternate a minimum of 24 hours in advance of a regularly scheduled Senate meeting. 

J. After every regularly scheduled meeting, the attendance records of the absent Senators will be sent to their respective divisional council and made public.  Included in these records must be attendance at the most recent meeting and overall attendance and the standing of each Council.  The Administrative Vice President shall be responsible for the compilation and distribution of these records. 

K. Senators may be designated to serve on any standing or special committee by the 
President of the SGA.  Appointments to such committees shall take place as per Article VI (D) by the Student Senate.  Failure to serve on a committee when called shall constitute grounds for impeachment by the Student Senate, but only upon 
motion, as in Article X (B). 
  
ARTICLE V: DIVISIONAL STUDENT COUNCILS 

A. Each divisional council chapter or constitution shall provide for a representative form of government.  The respective charter or constitution shall provide for initiative, referendum and recall for its members.  The divisional councils must include as members, every student who is required to pay any part of the student activity fee required by the University of Missouri-Kansas City, and is recognized as being registered as a student in the particular divisional/academic unit.  A copy of the charter, constitution, and by-laws shall be filed with the Administrative Vice President of the SGA and the Student Life Office.

B. Each divisional council may decide its own form of government, the methods of elections and the qualifications for its elected officers and representatives.  Minimum qualifications shall consist of: 

1. Enrollment as a full or part-time student in the respective division. 

2. Retention of good academic standing as defined by their respective academic units throughout the term of office. 

3.  Not at any time during his/her term, be placed on disciplinary probation.

C. Each divisional council shall budget its own expenses within the limitations of this document and the SGA by-laws.  Individual divisional councils shall have sole jurisdiction and control over their own budgetary decisions.  Neither the Executive Council, nor the Student Senate shall have any jurisdiction or control over these decisions. 

D. For the purpose of this document, graduate students shall be classified as members of their appropriate academic units with the exception of interdisciplinary doctoral students who are represented by the Interdisciplinary Doctoral Students Council. 

E. The duties of the divisional councils shall consist of, but not be limited: 

1. To provide an orderly form of government for each unit recognized by the university. 
2. To act on behalf of the student population of each unit with respect to matters affecting the individual unit. 
3. To prepare and vote on legislation affecting the individual unit. 
4. To disburse the student activity fee money allocated to each unit. 
5. To prepare legislation for submission to the Student Senate. 
6. To act on duties, not specifically enumerated, in accordance with the students’ interests.

ARTICLE VI:  EXECUTIVE 

A. The executive power of the SGA shall be vested in the Executive Council.  The Executive Council shall consist of the President, the Executive Vice President, the Administrative Vice President, and the Comptroller, all who shall be duly elected by the student body in April. 

1. The terms of office for the Executive Council shall last for one year beginning at 12:00 AM on May 1 and concluding at 11:59 PM on the last day of April. 
2. No officer of the Executive Council may concurrently serve as a senator of the Student Senate or as an officer within his/her respective divisional council. 
3. During the first month following the election of the Executive Board, there shall be the option of an orientation period with the mutual consent of both the outgoing and newly elected officers of the Executive Council.  This orientation period shall consist of the outgoing officers assisting the newly elected officers as they become acclimated to their new duties.  The outgoing officers of the Executive Council shall participate in the orientation period without monetary remuneration.  The newly elected officers of the Executive Council shall have jurisdiction over all decisions made from the time they take office.

B. The officers of the Executive Council must: 

1. Be enrolled as a full or part time student at the University of Missouri-Kansas City. 
2. Retain good academic standing as defined by his/her respective academic units throughout his/her term of office. 
3. Not at any time during his/her term be placed on disciplinary probation.

4. Have earned at least 12 credit hours at UMKC.

C. The duties of the Executive Council are: 

1. To act upon and enforce provisions voted by the Student Senate. 
2. To advise the Student Senate on Legislation. 
3. To represent the student body in campus affairs. 
4. To serve as a liaison between the student body and the University of Missouri-Kansas City administration, faculty and staff. 
5. To act according to the duties of each separate office as outlined in this Constitution. 
6. To provide a certified transcription of minutes from regularly scheduled meetings for public review at least one (1) week prior to the regularly scheduled meeting at which said minutes will be voted upon for approval. 
7. To make available, upon request and at no charge, a copy of the certified transcription of minutes of any regularly scheduled meeting. 
8. To act on procedural duties not specifically enumerated.

D. The duties of the President are: 

1. To act as an official representative on behalf of the student body. 
2. To act as the executive officer of the SGA, enforcing Student Senate legislation, this Constitution and SGA by-laws. 
3. To prepare and submit SGA legislation to the Student Senate. 
4. To prepare and make available annually all operating budget recommendations to the Student Senate. 
5. To appoint senators from the Student Senate to faculty, administrative, student and SGA committees when requested and as needed. 
6. To conduct meetings of the Executive Council. 
7. To appoint SGA interns as needed. 
8. To approve or veto Student Senate legislation. 
9. To serve as a member of the Intercampus Student Council.

E. The duties of the Executive Vice President are: 

1. To serve as chair of the Student Senate. 
2. To perform the duties of the President if the President is unable to carry them out. 
3. To chair the Constitution Committee when called. 
4. To serve as a member of the Intercampus Student Council.

F. The duties of the Administrative Vice President are: 

1. To represent the Executive Council at Student Senate meetings. 
2. To notify all senators of regular Senate and any special meetings at least one week in advance. 
3. To keep permanent records of all Student Senate Proceedings. 
4. To compile and distribute the attendance records of all senators as stated in Article IV, Section J. 
5. To serve as custodian of Student Senate records and minutes. 
6. To chair the Personnel Committee when called. 
7. To preserve all divisional council and student organization charters or constitutions on file for public records.

G. The duties of the Comptroller are: 

1. To represent the Executive Council at Student Senate meetings. 
2. To chair the Appropriations Committee. 
3. To prepare and present at an annual minimum all allocation budget recommendations made by the Appropriations Committee to the Student Senate.

H. Each officer of the Executive Council shall be required to serve specified and regular office hours totaling no less than six hours per week. 

ARTICLE VII:  JUDICIARY 

A. The judiciary power of the SGA shall be vested in a Superior Court.  This Superior Court shall exist pursuant to the SGA Superior Court Procedures, the Collected Rules and Regulations of the University of Missouri, all laws of the State of Missouri, and all laws of United States of America.

B. The Superior Court shall consist of a Chief Justice and six Associate Justices.  The Chief Justice must be a second year law student at the time of his/her appointment.  The President shall appoint the Chief Justice and two Associate Justices with the consent of a vote of majority of a quorum of the Student Senate.  The Student Senate shall appoint the remaining four Associate Justices.  No senator of the Student Senate may concurrently serve as a Superior Court Justice.

C. All Justices must: 

1. Be a full or part-time student either enrolled in the School of Law or possess a Juris doctorate degree. 
2. Retain good academic standing throughout the term in office. 
3. Not at any time during his/her term be placed on disciplinary probation.

D. All justices shall be appointed and approved by the Student Senate at the first regularly scheduled meeting in April.  All Justices shall serve a one-year term beginning on May 1 and concluding on April 30 of the following year.  If a Justice is not appointed until after May 1, said Justice will serve from the immediate date of his/her appointment until April 30 of the following year.

E. All Justices shall be presumed competent to adjudicate all cases brought before the Court.  Any Justice may be challenged prior to the hearing of individual cases. 

1. Such a challenge must be written and filed with the Chief Justice of the Court, the President of the SGA, the Director of the Student Life Office, and the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs and Enrollment Management.  In the event that the President is the challenging party, the challenge shall be filed with the Administrative Vice President. 
2. The Chief Justice must schedule a hearing to determine the suitability of the challenged Justice to hear the case within one week of the filing of the challenge. 
3. The challenging party must prove that a reasonable doubt exists as to the propriety of the challenged Justice to hear the case. 
4. The remaining Justices, comprising of the Superior Court and present at the hearing, shall render a decision as to said Justice’s suitability within 24 hours of the conclusion of the hearing. 
5. The decision must be submitted in writing by the Chief Justice to the challenging party, the challenged Justice, the appropriate officer of the Executive Council, the Director of the Student Life Office, and the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs and Enrollment Management. 
6. The challenged Justice shall not participate in the hearing.

F. Any Justice may resign of his/her own will during his/her term.  Such resignation must be submitted in writing to the President and the Director of the Student Life Office.

G. In the event a vacancy occurs on the Court, the President shall immediately appoint a replacement to complete the term of the vacant or removed Justice.  This appointee shall be approved by a vote of two-thirds of a quorum of the Student Senate at the next regularly scheduled monthly meeting of the SGA. 

H. The jurisdiction of the Superior court shall extend to all cases and controversies involving one or more of the following: 

1. Election disputes 
2. Questions arising under 

A. The SGA Constitution and by-laws. 
B. The divisional council constitutions or charters.

I. The Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs and Enrollment Management will always have standing and may intervene in any controversy before the Superior Court as an amicus (friend of the court) on behalf of either or no party. 
    

ARTICLE VIII: INITIATIVE, REFERENDUM AND RECALL 

A. The student body is reserved the power: 

1. To propose any act, measure or motion; or propose and enact amendments to the SGA Constitution and by-laws by initiative independent of the Student Senate. 
2. To adopt or reject any measure, act or motion passed by the Student Senate by referendum. 
3. To recall any member of the Student Senate or the Executive Council.

B. Signed petitions of qualified electors of the student body shall initiate initiative, referendum or recall action.  A petition for Constitutional Amendment must be signed by at least five percent of the total student enrollment at the University of Missouri-Kansas City.  A petition for initiative or referendum must be signed by at least twenty-five percent of the total votes cast for all SGA Presidential candidates running in the most recent election.  Petitions for recall shall be signed by at least 50% of the total number of votes cast for all candidates running for said position in the most recent election.

C. All petitions shall be filed with the Chair of the Student Senate, the President of the SGA and the Director of the Student Life Office. The President of the SGA shall verify petitions within two weeks of filing.  Petitions shall be voted on by the entire student body within one month of filing.  Two full school weeks notice shall be given and provided at a minimum in the university newspaper.  The Executive Council shall be responsible for the notification of the electorate. 

D. Each initiative petition will contain an enacting clause and a full text of the proposed measure.  Petitions may not contain more than one subject, and each petition shall be voted on separately.  Initiative petitions shall be passed by a majority vote of the electorate. 

E. The petition of recall shall state the reasons for the recall, shall not exceed two hundred words and must be passed by a majority of those voting.

F. Petitions for Constitutional and by-law changes require a vote of two-thirds majority of those voting to pass.  All other petitions require a simple majority. 

G. Although a member of the Student Senate or an officer of the Executive Council may participate as a member of the student body in a petition for an initiative, referendum or recall, the use of his/her respective SGA position is strictly prohibited. 

ARTICLE IX: IMPEACHMENT 

A. Any member of the Student Senate or an officer of the Executive council may be impeached for sufficient cause by the entire body of the Student Senate.  Sufficient cause consists of any one or more of the following: malfeasance of office, violation of duly enacted regulations, or violation of other legislation of the SGA. 

B. A three-fourths majority vote of the entire Student Senate shall be required for impeachment.  A quorum for an impeachment vote shall be three-fourths of the entire Student Senate membership.  A minimum of one week must elapse between a vote of impeachment and the resulting vote of removal. 

C. The Chief Justice of the Superior Court shall preside over removal proceedings.  If the Chief Justice is being considered for removal, the Chair of the Student Senate shall preside over the proceedings. 

D. The Student Senate shall have exclusive jurisdiction over impeachment and removal from office in accordance with this constitution. 
 

ARTICLE X: SUCCESSION 

A. In the event a vacancy occurs in the Presidency, the Executive Vice President shall become President.  The new President shall appoint a replacement to fill the office of Executive Vice President, subject to approval by a vote of two-thirds quorum of the Student Senate. 

B. In the event a vacancy occurs in the office of the Executive Vice President, the President will choose a replacement subject to approval of a vote of two-thirds quorum of the Student Senate. 

C. In the event that a vacancy occurs in the offices of the President and Executive Vice President concurrently, the Administrative Vice President shall serve as acting president until such time that a special election can be held to fill said vacancies.  The special election must be held within one month of the occurrence of said vacancies. 

D. In the event that a vacancy occurs in the office(s) of the Administrative Vice President or the Comptroller, the President will appoint the replacement(s), subject to approval of two-thirds of quorum of the student senate.   

E.  In the event a vacancy occurs in the Senate, a representative appointed by the respective academic unit student council should fill said vacancy. 

ARTICLE XI: AMENDMENT 

A. This constitution may be amended by a vote of two-thirds of the voting student body, provided a minimum of two full school weeks notice is given the electorate. 

B. To be placed on the ballot, a proposed amendment must either: 

1. Be approved by a vote of two-thirds of quorum of the Student Senate, or 
2. A petition signed by the five percent of qualified electors of the student body must be file and verified as per Article VIII.

C. Amendments by petition must be voted on by the Student Body within one month of filing, as per Article VIII. 
 

ARTICLE XII: BY-LAWS 

A. The power to approve or reject proposed changes in the by-laws of the SGA rests with the Student Senate. 

B. By-laws may be passed or amended by a vote of two-thirds of quorum of the Student Senate. 

C. A 2 week interim must pass between the proposal of change in the by-laws and a vote on that change.  The vote may be taken at any regularly scheduled meeting or at a special meeting called for such purpose after the 2 week interim has passed. 

D.  The President has the right to veto any changes in the by-laws, providing not more than one month has passed from the date the Senate voted upon legislation.  The President shall inform the Senate of a veto either at the time of the original vote or at the first regularly scheduled meeting after the original vote.  The senate may override a Presidential veto by a vote of three-fourths of quorum of the Student Senate at the next regularly scheduled meeting or special meeting called for such purpose, after the Senate has been informed of the veto.  The President may veto any individual legislation only once. 
    

ARTICLE XIII:  IMPLEMENTATION 

A. Implementation of this Constitution is subject to ratification of a vote of two-thirds quorum of the Student Senate voting at the time of presentation and the subsequent approval of the University of Missouri-Kansas City.  Upon taking effect, this document shall be considered binding and controlling of all student government activities. 

B. Any other SGA legislation passed and in conflict with the Constitution form of Student Senate by-laws; the Election Code; the Superior Court Procedures; divisional council charters, constitutions or by-laws; and other legislation not specifically mentioned shall remain valid, but is interpreted consistently with the language of this document. 

C. The Appropriations Committee shall be governed by the Appropriation By-laws. 

D. The Election Code shall govern every annual Executive Council election, annual elections of each of the divisional councils, all SGA student referendums, recall elections, special elections and Constitutional changes requiring a vote of the student body. 

E. The Superior Court Procedures shall govern and explain the procedure for matters heard by the Superior Court and the duties of the Justices of the Superior Court. 

F. The Constitution Committee shall be governed by the Constitution Committee By-laws. 

ARTICLE XIV: NON-EXCLUSIVITY OF LIABILITY 

No part of the Constitution shall be interpreted to mean adherence to it will relinquish one from any civil or criminal liability or disciplinary action by the University of Missouri.  The provisions of this Constitution are intended only to provide an orderly method of government representation of all students at the University of Missouri-Kansas City.  Failure to proscribe any act or course of conduct is not to be interpreted as a license to act in a manner contrary to the laws of the United States of America, laws of the State of Missouri, or the Collected Rules and Regulations of the University of Missouri.

By-Laws
TITLE I:  DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COUNCIL

A. To represent the SGA in matters of general concern and to serve as the official representative of the university student community in expressing opinion and interest to faculty, administration and student organizations.

B. Nothing in this section shall be construed as limiting the legislative powers of the Student Council.

TITLE II:  MEETINGS

A. Quorum for the Senate shall consist of at least fifty percent (50%) plus one of those Senate members attending and processing voting privileges at the time of the meeting.

B. In order to be considered as an SGA Senate member legally holding office, the Academic Council must present an updated officer list to the Administrative Vice President and the Student Life Office before the first SGA Senate meeting of the academic year.  Those Academic Councils represented at the first meeting of the academic year will be granted the right to vote and be considered legally holding office.  The right to vote will be removed if an Academic Council’s representatives are absent from two (2) consecutive SGA Senate meetings.  The right to vote will be reinstated if and when the Academic Council’s representatives are again present at two (2) consecutive SGA Senate meetings.

C. Regular meetings of the Senate shall be held at least once a month at times and places designated by the Student Senate or the Executive Vice-President.

D. Special meetings may be called at anytime by the President or any five members of the Senate provided said five members are representatives from at least two of the several schools.  No matter of business may be acted upon unless specified in the call for the special meeting.  Every member of the Senate shall be notified in writing at least 24 hours prior to the time of the special meeting.

TITLE III:  COMMITTEES (Amended 02/05/92)

A. The standing committees of the Senate shall be the Appropriations Committee, Constitution Committee, and Traffic and Safety Committee.  

B. Special Committees may be appointed by the President or at the order of the Senate at any time.

C. Chairpersons and members of all special committees shall be appointed by the President and hold office unless removed by the President for cause.

D. The duties of the Appropriations Committee are:

1. To advise the Comptroller on all financial matters and to review the executive budget.

2. To consider and approve all budgets with the following rules and procedures:

a. Funds will be allocated to recognized campus-wide organizations on semester basis for operational activities and on an event-by-event basis for programmatic activities.  Student organizations under specific academic units may petition for special programs or travel after they approach their school councils.

b. Organizations must submit budget requests and attend a meeting minimally five weeks prior to the date of the proposed activity.  The budget shall be submitted on the official budget form and shall be turned in no later than the deadline unless the organization was recognized after the deadline, the organization has a special program planned for the next semester in which they will need funds in advance, or special circumstances that have agreed upon by 3/5 vote of the Appropriations committee.

c. The first appropriations meeting is held on the first Wednesday of each semester.  The committee will take the budget requests on a first come first served basis.

d. The student organizations are required to attend a budget workshop prior to requesting funds from the committee.  They are required to attend one workshop each academic year in order to receive funds.  Organizations who wish to attend the first appropriations meeting of the semester must attend the first workshop.

3. All members of the Appropriations committee shall be recommended by the Comptroller with approval from the SGA President.  They will continue to sit in this committee unless removed for sufficient cause according to that outlined by Article IX, Section A of the SGA Constitution.  They may be removed by the comptroller and 3/5-majority vote of the Appropriations Committee, with approval of the President.  There shall be a total minimum membership of not less than five students from five schools.  This minimum membership will meet quorum requirements.  Members of the Appropriations committee must maintain adequate attendance throughout their term in office.  Members can miss no more than two consecutive appropriations meeting with a maximum of three absences per semester.  This includes any special meetings with one-week advance notification to members of the Appropriations Committee.  Any member may be reinstated with approval of the President and 3/5 majority vote of the committee; or if designated by the President, the Comptroller and 3/5 majority vote of the committee.

4. There may be a board that will deal solely with travel requests.  This board shall be chaired by the Comptroller and shall have the same minimum total membership and quorum as the Appropriations Committee.  The members of the Travel Board are not necessarily on the Appropriations Committee and vice-versa.  All members of this board shall be appointed and removed in the same manner as the Appropriations Committee.  Travel Board meetings shall be held weekly beginning with the first week of the semester.  The requests are due 24 hours prior to the meeting.  The Comptroller reserves the right to deal solely with travel requests with final approval of each request coming from the Director of the Student Life Office.

E. All committees of the Senate shall hold a regular meeting at least once a month at a time and place established by the respective chairperson of each committee.

TITLE IV:  AMENDMENT

A. These by-laws may be amended by:

1. Initiative as provided by the SGA Constitution

2. Recommendation of the Constitution and a favorable two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate present and voting.

3. A proposal by any member of the Senate and a favorable two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate.

TITLE V:  MEETINGS

A. All appointments or re-appointments of the SGA Senate Meetings must be received by the SGA Executive Office at least one week in advance of the next regular SGA Senate meeting.

TITLE VI: ATTENDANCE AND ACTIVITY FEE

A. Divisional Councils and governing bodies that lack representation at two consecutive, regularly scheduled SGA Senate meetings will have their student activity fee account frozen by the Senate.  Said funds shall remain frozen until representation is established at two consecutive, regularly scheduled meetings.  Attendance records shall reset at the beginning of each semester.

B. Divisional Councils and governing bodies that lack representation at three consecutive, regularly scheduled SGA Appropriations Committee meetings will have their student activity fee account frozen by the Senate.  Said funds shall remain frozen until representation is established at two consecutive, regularly scheduled meetings.  Attendance records shall reset at the beginning of each semester.

C. The Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs and Enrollment Management may authorize the freezing of said activity fees.
