2. What written statements exist that define the relationship between the Student Government and the Universityâ€™s Administration, the Board of Trustees? (Please provide examples of these documents).

The relationship between Clemson University Student Government (CUSG) and the administration is defined in the Student Government Supreme Constitution and the Student Government By-Laws.  The complete Constitution and By-Laws can be found at the following link:

Some examples that define the relationship are listed below:

· Supreme Constitution, Article III, Section A:

The Executive Branch of Undergraduate Student Government shall have the authority to… advocate and lobby for the will of the Undergraduate Student Body to the administration of Clemson, and otherwise act as the director of the Undergraduate Student Body.
· Student Handbook, Executive Branch, Article III, Section D. Public Relations Department, Sub-Section I:

Purpose. The Public Relations Department shall perform the following functions… 
e.  Maintain good relations with the administration and all departments of the University.
3. Who bestows the authority for the Student Government to exist?  What language is used to do this? Where is this language contained?

The majority of Student Government’s authority arises from the Student Government Constitutions.  The Undergraduate and Graduate Supreme Constitution and the separate Undergraduate and Graduate constitutions were ratified by at least two-thirds of the voting population.  

The pre-amble of the Student Government Supreme Constitution sets the stage for granting Student Government authority.  The pre-amble reads as follows:

The Undergraduate and Graduate Students of Clemson University do establish this Supreme Constitution for the preservation and improvement of a democratic Undergraduate and Graduate Student Government at Clemson University.

The Student Government Undergraduate Constitution grants authority to the Constitutions and By-Laws as follows:

Article IV- Supremacy:

The Supreme Constitution of the Clemson University Undergraduate and Graduate Student Bodies, this Constitution, the Bill of Rights and responsibilities attached hereto and all the By-Laws enacted by the Student Senate, or that shall be enacted, in accordance with this Constitution and the Supreme Constitution of the Clemson University Undergraduate and Graduate Student Bodies, shall be the supreme governing authority of the Clemson University Undergraduate Student Body.
The Student Bill of Rights and Responsibilities provides for the ability to create a Student Government as stated in the following text:

V. Right to Self Government
A. Students have the right to organize such government to represent student opinion and desires as delegated by the Board of Trustees.  
B. Such an organization shall have financial freedom within the framework of its approved budget and expenditures. 
C. Such a government shall initiate legislation in areas of student concern.
Clemson University Student Government also has specific authority granted directly by the Clemson University Board of Trustees.  Section IV of the Student Code of Conduct reads as follows:

IV. Powers Delegated to the Student Body
The Board of Trustees delegates the following powers regarding Community and Ethical Standards to the student body of Clemson University:

  1.  To recommend rules that regulate, control and dictate conduct on campus and within student organizations of Clemson University.
2. To create student peer review boards to try cases, not retained by the administration, of alleged violations of student regulations by Clemson University students and to interpret student regulations.
  3.   To enact procedural rules for student judicial and governmental activities.
  4.   To enact rules of evidence for the student judicial boards.
  5.   To recommend to the administration sanctions for students who violate student      regulations.

4. Is the Student Government autonomous or are they responsible to another University entity? If so, what is that entity (Board, specific office, etc.)?
Student Government has a full-time University advisor, and CUSG is responsible to the Division of Student Affairs.

5. How is the Student Government structured â€“ leadership, representation, advisor?
Every Clemson student is represented through the elected and appointed members of the Executive, Legislative, and Judicial Branches of Student Government, and those representatives welcome and encourage visits from students who wish to voice their ideas, opinions, and concerns. 

Undergraduate Student Government is structured with three branches, as similar to the government of the United States: Executive, Legislative, and Judicial branches. (See below)
All Judicial Power shall be vested in one unified Judicial Branch, consisting of a Supreme Court and other inferior courts as the Undergraduate Student Government may create, with jurisdiction over both the Undergraduate Student Body and Government and the Graduate Student Body and Government. The Attorney General shall be the head of the Judicial Branch.
Both Undergraduate and Graduate Students shall be eligible to serve in the judicial branch, including Attorney General.
Graduate Student Government is structured with two branches consisting of the executive and legislative branches.
The advisor for undergraduate student government works directly with the students in the three branches of government and assists them in their programmatic and leadership pursuits.  This individual helps students develop strategic goals and learning outcomes while providing a safe environment for leadership development.

6. How is the Student Activity fee set? By whom?
The Student Activity Fee was proposed by students and approved by Clemson University Board of Trustees.  As stated in the Undergraduate Student Government By-Laws in the Section titled “Student Activity Fee,” the Board of Trustees provided for the following:

The Student Activity Fee of $30 per Fall and Spring semester per full-time undergraduate student and $2.00 per credit hour per semester per part time undergraduate student (including Maymester and summer sessions) as accorded by the Clemson University Board of Trustees shall be used for the provision of Clemson University student activities, and the following guidelines shall be followed regarding said fee monies:
1. The Student Activity Fee collections shall be combined with Education and General funds allocated for the express purpose of providing for undergraduate student organizations and activities. These combined funds shall hereinafter be referred to as Activitiy Funds.
2. The Clemson University Student Body, through its elected representatives of the Clemson University Student Government, shall have final control over the allocation of the Activity Funds. These allocations must receive final approval from the Vice President for Student Affairs in order to become effective. 
3. As accorded by the Clemson University Board of Trustees, a sum of $50,000.00 per fiscal year shall be appropriated from the Activity Funds for the purpose of capital improvements. The Student Senate shall make a recommendation, in the form of a general bill, by February 1st.

7. How is the Student Activity fee allocated? To whom? What oversight exists and by whom?

The Student Activity Fee is allocated by the Student Activity Funding Board.  All of the allocation recommendations passed by the Funding Board must be approved by the Student Senate and signed by the Student Senate President, Student Body President, and Vice President of Student Affairs.  The Student Activity Fee can be allocated to any of the following groups:

Central Spirit
Clemson Live
Greek Life
Leadership Council
Media Advisory Board
Recognized Organizations
Tiger Paw Productions
University Union
Student Government

8. What is the Universityâ€™s responsibility for oversight of the allocation? How is this defined?

The Vice President for Student Affairs must sign all funding Bills passed by the Undergraduate Student Senate.
9. Are there differences in procedures for undergraduate and graduate student government organizations if there is more than one SG? Graduate students vs. undergraduates, part-time vs. full-time.

There are not many differences within the procedures of undergraduate and graduate student governments.  Each body follows the constitution established in the Student Handbook.

All full-time students are permitted to serve on each respecting student government.
There is no judicial branch of the graduate student government, however.  Along with that, graduate students are permitted to serve on the judicial branch of the undergraduate student government.
