      Student Organization Recognition Awards (revised 10/02)

1. Nomination forms will be available in SGA office (SU 217).

2. The Director of Clubs and Organizations shall be in charge of the Student Organization Recognition Awards.

A. Student Affairs Committee as well as Dean of Student Affairs Office shall assist the Director.

B. The judging and selection of the awards will be determined by a committee of college professors/staff and community members who have no bias opinions, membership, or personal connection with any of the student organizations.

a. The Student Affairs Committee will take recommendations of college professors, staff and community individuals that will assist in the judging of the packets.

3. To participate, organizations must be a recognized by Student Government Association and in good standing with the college.

A. Student organizations may apply for as many categories as they are qualified.

B. Student organizations may only list activities that have taken place during the fall and spring semester of that current academic year.

C. Application packets must be no larger then twenty (20) pages per award category front and back on standard paper.

4. Awards will be presented at the SGA banquet at the end of the year. Packets are to be due by the first (1) Friday in April. 

5. Any organizational discrepancies concerning the recognition awards must be submitted it in writing to the Student Affairs Chairman and President of the Student Government Association.

a. Awarded to a student organization that is the overall best student organization.

B. Glen Marion Community Service Award

a. Awarded to a student organization that is most active in community service

b. List service activities your organization has planned or organized

C. Most Spirited Organization

a. Awarded to the student organization exhibiting and encouraging school spirit on campus

b. List programs and activities organization has participated in that promotes school spirit  

c. List campus activities and programs organization has participated in

D. Most Outstanding Fraternity

           a.   Decided by Inter-Greek Council and recognized by SGA

E. Most Outstanding Sorority

F. Most Outstanding Religious Organization

a. Awarded to a student organization that is classified as a religious organization

J. Dean Hoff Outstanding Achievement Award

a. To be nominated for Dean Hoff Outstanding Achievement Awards, a student must be enrolled full time with at least twelve (12) credit hours for both fall and spring semesters that current academic year.

    b.   One award will be given to a student in each category.

1. Freshmen

a. To be eligible for award must have 1-29 hours of academic credit earned

b. Involvement and accomplishments for the year of nomination

c. Contributions given to programs and activities on campus

2. Sophomore

a. To be eligible for award must have 30-59 hours of academic credit earned

b. Involvement and accomplishments for the year of nomination

c. Contributions given to programs and activities on campus

3. Junior

a. To be eligible for award must have 60-89 hours of academic credit earned

b. Involvement and accomplishments for the year of nomination

c. Contributions given to programs and activities on campus

4. Senior

a. To be eligible for award must have 90 and above hours of academic credit earned

b. Involvement and accomplishments for the entire time spent at MWSC

c. Contributions given to programs and activities on campus

K. Student Organization Advisor of the Year

a. Advisor must be on the college payroll to be nominated for the award.

b. Contributions given to the organization of nomination

7. The Director of Clubs and Organizations will announce the winners. The Student organization award winners will receive a plaque/trophy and each member in those organizations will receive a certificate commemorating the award. The overall Most Active Organization will receive a traveling trophy for one (1) year.
