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(final drafts are heard on the Senate floor)
A Recommendation regarding lot 61, north of parker hall
(all caps are used to state the title of the bill, Recommendation, or Resolution)

(Note: A bill is used for anything the SGA has the power to execute.  Examples include issues involving SGA money, student organizations, By-Laws, and the Constitution.

A recommendation is used to express the wishes of the student body to another individual or group, and requests for an action to be executed that is not in SGA’s jurisdiction.  Examples include lobbying the Faculty Council, the Administration, and the two Boards of Regents.

A resolution is used to honor someone, state an opinion, or call for referendum. They do not call for action.  Examples include recognizing accomplishments, thanking a retiree for their service, or stating that this body thinks that ou should not exist.  Referendums put issues on the ballot, allowing students to vote.)
WHEREAS:  In 2003 OSU administrators, student representatives and Residential Life officials made an official verbal agreement to convert the playing field just north of Parker Hall into a temporary parking lot for the purpose of alleviating the lack of parking during the construction of the new residence halls;
WHEREAS: The conversion of the lot was paid for by Residential Life, a student funded department of OSU. 

(the WHEREAS statements give the background and explanation of the bill)

(All facts must be true.  You will likely have to do some research for this part.)
THEREFORE BE IT RECOMMENDED BY THE STUDENTS OF OKLAHOMA STATE UNIVERSITY BY THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION THAT:

(Note that bills do not need to say, “THEREFORE BE IT RECOMMENDED” because we have the authority to execute the actions of a bill.  However, this statement is needed for recommendations, because we are telling someone else what we would like them to do with an issue under their authority.)
Section 1: 
Control of the use of the lot be returned to the students as agreed upon in the verbal contract made in 2003.  

(The Sections of the legislation list the actual action to be taken.  These Sections contain the desired results of the author.  A bill will have sections, it will just not have the, “THEREFORE BE IT RECOMMENDED” statement.)
(When amending the By-Laws or Constitution, use a strike through, example, to show text to be removed and an underline, example, to show text to be added.  Also, a date must be set for changes to take place.)
Section 2: 
Upon its passage and approval this bill shall be forwarded to President & CEO of OSU Systems Dr. David Schmidly, Vice President of Student Affairs Dr. Lee Bird,  OSU Parking and Transit Rules Committee, OSU Parking and Transit Services Director Hugh E. Kierig, Director of Residential Life Dr. Bob Huss and the Board of Regents for Oklahoma A&M Colleges
(Finally, for recommendations and typically resolutions, the Senate will include who should receive a copy of the legislation.)
(Resolutions will not call for action)

(Consult Section 4 of the Senate Rules for more on writing legislation.  Keep in mind that the Senate Rules, and not this document, are the authority on bill writing.  If the rules were to change, this document could be outdated and in conflict.)
