

INFORMAL DESCRIPTIONS OF ACADEMIC SENATE COMMITTEES (For more information visit the Academic Senate website: academic-senate.berkeley.edu)
Academic Freedom (ACFR): Considers and reports on conditions of academic freedom within the University.

Admissions, Enrollment and Preparatory Education (AEPE): Considers and reports on policies and practices affecting the composition of the Berkeley undergraduate student population.

Sub-Committee on the Breadth Requirement in American Cultures (AMCULT): Evaluates courses with respect to Regulation 300 (Breadth Requirement in the study of American Cultures.

Computing and Communications (COMP): Advises the Chancellor and the Division on all matters relating to the utilization and integration of computers, information systems, and electronic communications facilities into academic programs, including policy matters pertaining to computer and communications facilities.

Courses of Instruction (COCI): Approves new courses and modification in existing courses; considers requests for variances in course and graduation requirements.

Educational Policy (CEP): Considers policy matters affecting the educational mission of the campus, including allocation of resources and establishment or disestablishment of educational units.

International Education (IE): Advises the Chancellor and consults with the Dean of International and Area Studies on relevant academic matters, including the Education Abroad Program, and initiates policy recommendations regarding study abroad.

Library (LIBR): Advises the Chancellor regarding administration of the Library.

Prizes (PRIZ): Supervises the award of Berkeley student prizes (i.e. University Medal).

Special Scholarships (CSS): Promotes programs aimed at the attraction and retention of disadvantaged students and students from underrepresented groups, from pre-college through post-graduate levels.

Status of Women and Ethnic Minorities (SWEM): To stimulate and aid all departments in strengthening their efforts to foster and achieve equality of opportunity for women and minorities. To conduct continuous review of all problems concerning the status of women and ethnic minorities on the Berkeley Campus. To report to the Division annually on the progress of the Campus in achieving equality of opportunity for women and minorities.
Student Affairs (STA): Acts as a forum for the exchange of views among faculty, students, and administrators in order to enhance the quality of student life. Addresses issues pertaining to social welfare, intellectual growth, and ethical development.
Teaching (COT): Promotes good teaching and evaluates candidates for the Distinguished Teaching Awards and awards educational grants.

Undergraduate Scholarships and Honors (CUSH): Awards Regents' and Chancellor's fellowships, provides mentoring to scholarship winners, and sets criteria for the award of undergraduate honors.

University Extension (UEXT): Advises on the functions, programs, and policies of Extension.
INFORMAL DESCRIPTION OF CAMPUS ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEES:

Architectural Barriers, Coordinating Committee for the Removal of: Advises Facilities Services on matters relating to physical accessibility for persons with disabilities.

Asian American Affairs, Campus Advisory Committee on: Advise the Chancellor regarding issues of concern to Asian Americans, and to be the primary vehicle for ensuring effective dialogue between the various Asian American constituencies and the Berkeley campus administration.

Bicycle Subcommittee, Campus: Formulates and recommends policy, guidelines, and procedures concerning bicycle use on the Berkeley campus.
Campus Dining Committee: advises the Cal Dining Management Team on their dining program and services.
Classroom Policy and Management, Campus Committee on (CCCPM): is closely affiliated with the campus Registration and Enrollment Policy Committee and works with that group regarding policy issues related to classroom use, scheduling, and management. On topics related specifically to classroom space, the committee also works closely with the Space Assignments and Capital Improvements Committee (SACI).
College of Letters and Sciences Executive Steering Committee: advises the Dean of the Undergraduate Division on matters related to the college (i.e. drop deadline policy).
Course Materials Fee Committee: In May 1996, the Office of the President delegated to each Chancellor the authority to establish Course Materials Fees to recover the cost of materials, supplies, equipment and support services not covered by the normal 
instructional budget. The purpose of the policy is to provide consistent creation and treatment of Course Materials Fees across the UC system, clarify the authority of the 
Chancellors with respect to Course Materials Fees, and assure that students are not burdened with instruction-related costs that should be borne by the state.

e-Berkeley Communications Work Group: makes decisions on Web policies, presentation guidelines, appropriate access  to all campus home pages, priorities, and future direction, and to advise the Administrative and Student Services Computing Sub-committee (ASSCS), a sub-committee for the EBCS, on strategies for making the most effective use of this medium.
e-Berkeley Steering Committee (EBSC): addresses broad issues of computing policy, administration, and financial support and takes an active role in the process of developing a comprehensive plan for all computing activities on campus.  

Educational Technology Committee: is a committee within the e-Berkeley initiative that reports to the e-Berkeley Steering Committee. It strives to improve teaching and learning through appropriate uses of technology.
Financial Aid Advisory Committee

This committee meets five times a year to discuss and provide advice on financial aid related matters. Updates from two other Financial Aid Office committees, the Student Budget Committee and the Packaging Committee, are presented at the appropriate meetings. 
Free Speech Movement Café Programs Committee: sponsors forums, panels, exhibits and other events in the FSM Café to generate critical discussion about contemporary social and political issues. The programs are intended to engage students, faculty, staff and visitors with the wide range of activities the movement helped inspire, including contemporary expressions of free speech activism and social change.
Information Security Committee, Campus (CISC): is a standing committee reporting to the e-Berkeley Steering Committee. It represents campus-wide interests in information security and acts as a campus advisory body to the e-Berkeley Steering Committee on matters of information security. The committee develops campus-wide strategy and provides direction, planning, and guidance in the area of information security.
Information Technology Architecture Committee (ITAC): is the primary campus for developing a shared vision of how information technologies can best support UC 
Berkeley. The ITAC carries out this charge through research, consultation, advice, and communication. 

Interactive University Project, Advisory Committee for the: is a campus wide initiative to use the Internet to open up the content and community of the Berkeley campus to K-12 teachers and learners and the public at large. The committee will ensure that the IU is integrated with key campus initiatives, it will help to shape campus participation in the program; and it will build connections to important corporate and community partners.

Intercollegiate Athletics, Chancellor’s Advisory Committee on: advises the Chancellor on matters of policy related to Intercollegiate Athletics, with particular 
reference to the academic and personal well-being of student athletes and the accountability of the department to the values and goals of the Berkeley campus. 
Network Advisory Committee (NAC): Provide input and assistance to the campus community on network-related issues and to assist the Chancellor’s Cabinet in aligning network projects with campus program priorities by working with Information Systems & Technology-Communication & Network Services (IST-CNS).

Outreach Steering Committee: monitors and makes recommendations to the Vice-Chancellor of Student Affairs to strengthen the coordination and collaboration between outreach programs across the campus. 
Outreach, Chancellor’s Administrative Policy Committee on: The committee is charged with developing a coherent campus vision for outreach and overseeing the planning, coordination and assessment of campus-wide outreach efforts.

Parking, Chancellor’s Joint Oversight Committee on: The committee’s charge is oversight of the operational and fiscal aspects of Parking and Transportation on the campus. 

Police Review Board: review appeals taken from civilian complaint investigations undertaken by the University of California Police Department. The Board also performs an audit role, examining the overall performance of the Department’s complaint process and the quality of police-community interactions and making policy recommendations concerning those issues as appropriate. 
Recreational Sports Advisory Board: Discusses program and project ideas, general concerns, and improvements with Rec Sports administrative staff. 
Regents’ Professorships & Lectureships, Advisory Committee on: To enrich campus life and complement the work of students and faculty, UC Regents instituted a lectureship program in 1954 to bring distinguished persons in arts, letters, sciences and 
business, outside the realm of academia, to each campus. This committee selects recipients of the Regents’ Professorships and Lectureships.
Registration and Enrollment Policy Committee: Serves as the administration’s oversight committee on registration and enrollment issues, most notably the overall supply and demand of courses and development of student service system.

Space Assignments and Capital Improvements Committee (SACI): advises the campus administration on plans and policies for use of existing space and for capital improvements needed for the Berkeley campus. 

Student Conduct, Committee on: assists in the adjudication of cases of alleged student or student group misconduct.

Student Fee Referendum Committee: oversees the student fee referendum process. It develops and recommends policies, procedures and criteria for fee referenda for consideration by the Chancellor. The SFRC advises on the development and implementation of fee referenda initiatives, provides guidance on adherence to Campus and University policies and makes recommendations to the Chancellor on whether a referendum is ready to go to a vote.
Student Systems Policy Committee: Reports to the Registration and Enrollment Policy Committee chaired by the Executive Vice-Chancellor and Provost. It is responsible for monitoring the following student systems and making policy decisions regarding the use of these systems, subject to the final approval of the Registration and Enrollment Policy Committee: Tele-BEARS, Info-BEARS, Bear Facts, and the Degree Audit Reporting System (DARS). 

Undergraduate Admissions Coordination Board: Direct undergraduate admission policies and activities. Together with the Academic Senate Committee on Admissions, Enrollment, and Preparatory Education, the Board coordinates campus undergraduate admissions policies and freshman and transfer selection criteria. In addition, it considers important issues related to admissions, including outreach; enrollment management; and oversight of recruitment and yield activities for freshman and transfer applicants.

University Library Advisory Board: Formed in the mid-1990s to provide advice and assistance for the University Librarian, it helps to build partnerships between the University Library and the campus, alumni and friends, and the public.
