FF ADMINISTRATION LAUNCHES “VISI-BULL” CAMPAIGN
TAMPA, FL: May 22, 2006- As the term for the new Student Government administration heads into its third week, Student body President Frank Harrison and Vice President Faran Abbasi are making it clear that becoming more visible to the student body is a key component in their agenda this upcoming year.   

“Our goal is, and has always been, to increase student awareness and input on what their government is doing and how their money is being spent,” Harrison said. “Students often complain that they only hear about Student Government during election time; the goal of the Visi-Bull Campaign is to consistently provide students with more knowledge about issues affecting them-- fee increases, new buildings, new policies, etc.”  

With a new radio show set to debut this Thursday, and a speaking tour beginning in the fall semester, the FF administration is looking to bridge the gap that currently lies

between the students and their Student Government.  “We have an ambitious agenda and many exciting ideas,” Student body Vice President Faran Abbasi said.  “Part of that agenda is having a greater presence on-campus.”   
The radio show, to be hosted by Harrison and Abbasi, is set to air on WBUL 1620 AM every Thursday throughout Summer C from 1-2pm.  The hosts hope to engage students in a variety of topics ranging anywhere from updates on the Marshall Center construction to various campus events, in addition to any issues and policies students wish to discuss.  Students are encouraged to call in and frequent guest appearances by SG members are expected.  

In addition, a speaking tour involving visits to a variety of organizations will take place this fall.  Harrison and Abbasi plan to address the student organizations and inform them of any changes in the system as well as what is being done with the money from student fees that equals nearly $9.3 million each year.
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
