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Chapter

800

Activity and Service Fee Monies


800.1 "The purpose of Activity & Service Fees is to provide University of South Florida students the opportunity to interact and participate in various campus projects, programs, and services that are intended to enhance morale and spirit and the overall University experience.”

800.2 All uses of Activity and Service (A&S) Fee money shall be subject to, and governed by, the Constitution and Statutes of the Student Government of the University of South Florida, and where applicable the laws of the United States of America, the State of Florida, the rules and regulations of the University of South Florida, and the University Board of Trustees.

800.3 The Student Government Senate will allocate A&S money by strictly following the purpose as set forth in statutes.  Any variation from this purpose will be considered a misappropriation of funds and will not be allowed.  A 3/4ths vote of Senate will be required to change the purpose as set forth in statutes.

Chapter

801

General Regulations

801.1 All monies deposited into A&S Fee accounts shall be subject to the rules and regulations of the USF Student Government and the State of Florida.

801.2 A&S Fees must be spent in accordance with a particular entity's budget allocation as approved by the Student Government Senate.  Any variance/delineation from the budget allocation is subject to the approval Student Government Administrative Services (SGAS) under the provisions of flexible spending specified in this chapter.

801.3 No A&S Fee monies may be deposited by any entity into a non-A&S Fee account.

801.4 No A&S funded account may go into deficit.

801.5 No A&S funds shall be used on or in behalf of any political campaign.

801.5.1 Political campaigns shall be defined as any person or party running for any position in:

801.5.1.1 Student Government Elections/Any Campus Election

801.5.1.2 Local Elections

801.5.1.3 State Elections

801.5.1.4 National Elections

801.6 A&S Fees shall not be spent to directly benefit non-USF students, excluding the use of A&S monies by Student Government for the following purposes. 

801.6.1 Recognition of Faculty/Staff that have assisted in SG endeavors.

801.6.2 Recognition of non-USF persons and or entities that have assisted with SG endeavors.

801.7 Funds spent for non-USF students must be approved by the Interim Funding and Transfers Committee for interim allocations, or ASRC for the Yearly Budget Allocation.

801.8 All A&S funded entity’s events shall be opened to all students at no charge with the exception of Student Government and Campus Activities Board sponsored events.

801.8.1 Student Government funded campus wide-activities need the sponsorship of an SG branch or agency in order to be considered a Student Government sponsored event.

801.9 All A&S funded entity’s events shall be held on campus so that maximum attendance by USF students can be achieved. The Interim Funding and Transfers Committee and ASRC can approve off-campus events for special circumstances.

801.10 All A&S Fee funded entities are required to be fiscally responsible.

801.10.1 A fiscally responsible entity is one which: 

801.10.1.1 Complies with State of Florida, University, and Student Government Rules and Regulations including SG Finance Codes and SG Proviso guidelines and procedures established in the SGAS Rules of Procedure Manual.

801.10.1.2 Obtains proper authorization by SGAS before obligating A&S monies.

801.10.1.3 Keeps a positive balance in the account at all times.

801.10.1.4 Spends in accordance with their allocation.

801.10.1.5 Follows Financial Officer Procedural Guidelines.

801.10.1.6 Submits all financial requests to SGAS in a timely manner.

801.10.1.7 Ensures that all A&S funded property issued to the organization is properly protected, controlled, and accounted for in accordance with university policy and the A&S Financial Officer Manual.

801.10.2 Any alleged acts of fiscal irresponsibility must be reported to the Student government administrative services and the SG Senate Interim Funding and Transfers Committee.

801.10.3 The following actions can be taken against Financial Officers and/or organizations that demonstrate fiscal irresponsibility:

801.10.3.1 The SG Director of Administrative Services can relieve the Financial Officer of his signatory authority.

801.10.3.2 The SG Director of Administrative Services can temporarily freeze the organizations account.

801.10.3.3 The SG Director of Administrative Services, in coordination with the SG Senate Interim Funding and Transfers Committee, can request a permanent freezing of the organization's account.

801.10.4 Upon mutual agreement of the existence of any alleged act of fiscal irresponsibility by the Senate President, the Student Body President, and the SG Comptroller, the SG Director of Administrative Services, per written request from the aforementioned officers, will permanently freeze the account of the organization.

801.10.5 A majority vote of the Student Government Senate will be required to remove any freeze; this shall not include judgments by the Supreme Court.

801.10.6 All alleged violations of the Finance Codes by an entity will be subject to review by the Student Government Supreme Court, as outlined in Title V.

801.11 No expenditure requiring the signature of the SG Comptroller and SG Director of Administrative Services will be authorized until the SG Comptroller determines the financial status of the entity. This shall include but is not be limited to:

801.11.1 Verifying the organization’s current account balance.

801.11.2 Assuring that the expenditure is in accordance with the organization’s budgeted allocation.

801.11.3 Checking that the request complies with all proviso and budgetary guidelines.

801.12 The flexible spending policy authorizes SGAS to approve requests from College Councils and Student Organizations to transfer funds between projects and to new projects as long as the total amount of the annual budget for each individual cost element is not exceeded.  At the discretion of SGAS, any schedule transfer can be referred to the Interim Funding and Transfers Committee for review and approval.

801.12.1 SGAS shall have the discretionary power to move amounts of $250.00 or less between categories and cost elements within an organizations budget.

801.13 Any negative or positive credit or account balance which is the result of procedural error by Student Government Administrative Services and/ or University Office of Finance and Accounting shall be corrected by transferring funds from or to the unallocated reserve.  Resulting deficits shall not be counted against the entity in question.

801.13.1 Any account having a negative balance as the result of the organization obligating A&S monies without proper authorization by SGAS will be frozen for the remainder of the fiscal year.

801.14 All organizations must designate at least one individual to serve as their Financial Officer before the organization can request A&S funding. 

801.14.1 The financial officer is usually the club’s treasurer or President.

801.14.2 A club can have more than one Financial Officer but more than two is discouraged.

801.15 Financial Officers must be certified by SGAS.

801.15.1 To receive certification, the Financial Officer must complete the web-based Financial Officer training modules.

801.15.2 The Financial Officer training modules will cover the procedures and philosophies of A&S monies.

801.15.3 At least one representative from each A&S funded organization must complete the training. The organization will not be permitted to spend any A&S monies until this requirement has been fulfilled. 

801.15.4 The Financial Officer training modules will be designed and programmed by SGAS and updated on a yearly basis.

801.15.5 The following information will be covered in the Financial Officer training modules:

801.15.5.1 The Finance Codes.

801.15.5.2 The philosophy of A&S monies.

801.15.5.3 The budget process and deadlines.

801.15.5.4 The Financial Officer Manual.

801.15.5.5 Financial Statements.

801.15.5.6 Property Management.

801.15.5.7 Other information pertaining to A&S Fees.

801.16 All A&S funded organizations are recommended to:

801.16.1 Maintain complete financial records including:

801.16.1.1 Financial Statements provided by SGAS.

801.16.1.2 Files containing history of expenditures for the past 3 years.

801.16.2 Ensure that their organization’s officer listing with the Office of Student Activities (OSA) is kept current. Only entities that are “in good standing” with OSA are eligible to expend A&S funds.

801.16.3 Maintain a copy of Property Inventory Record which will be signed by current Financial Officer.

801.17 All equipment and supplies purchased with A&S funds must be inventoried, tagged, and signed for by a member of the organization, at the discretion of the Director of Administrative Services.  All A&S property must be housed or stored in a licensed storage facility or at an on campus location which will be established and kept on file with the SGAS and submitted to ASRC upon request.

Chapter

802

Funding Eligibility
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802.1 A&S Fee money shall not be allocated to entities that discriminate on the basis of race, religion, sexual orientation, gender, national origin, disability, genetic accident, age, political persuasion, or previous legal adjudication.

802.2 No entity which requires a loyalty oath for application of membership, oral or written, professing any particular belief, creed, or ideology, shall be eligible to apply for A&S Fee funding, except for those entities listed in the Student Body Constitution.  A&S Fee money shall not directly be allocated to entities which are not within the Division of Student Affairs, Student Government, or a student organization. Any request from a non-Student Affairs entity must be made through the SG Special Projects account.

802.3 No entity that requires mandatory dues for membership (local or national) shall be eligible to apply for A&S Fee funding.

802.4 No student organization that withholds or denies membership privileges for any enrolled student shall be eligible to apply for A&S funding.

802.5 Any organization seeking to request A&S funding must not be deactivated, must have a Constitution, and must be registered with the OSA for 14 weeks prior to being allowed to request or apply for the monies.

802.6 In order to be activated with the Office of Student Activities, all A&S funded student organizations must have submitted an officer listing to the Office of Student Activities.  This list shall contain the following:

802.6.1 President

802.6.2 Vice President

802.6.3 Treasurer

802.6.4 Seven additional names

802.6.5 Advisor

802.7 The total number of students on the list must be at least ten.

802.8 In order to be activated with the OSA, all A&S funded student organizations must have an active membership that contains 100% currently enrolled students.  Non-USF students will not be considered part of the active membership.  As inactive members, non-USF students cannot vote, hold office, or direct the activities of the organization.  Their status as inactive members is at the discretion of the active membership.

Chapter

803

The Application and Funding Procedure
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803.1 A budget request will only be made available to organizations that meet the eligibility requirements as defined in Chapter 801.

803.2 There will be three separate submission deadlines for budget requests as shown below:

803.2.1 Student Affairs Entities- First Friday in December
803.2.2 Student Government Entities - First Friday in December
803.2.3 College Councils and Student Organizations - Fourth Friday in January

803.3 The budget requests are due no later than 4:59:59 PM on the respective date.  The automated budget request system will suspend the ability to enter new budget requests after the deadline. Any organization that received A&S funding before January 15th of the current fiscal year must meet the deadline. Any budget submitted after the 4:59:59 PM deadline and up to the end of the next fiscal year, will be considered late and will be subject to penalties addressed in Chapter 805, except as follows: 

803.3.1 Organizations which gain A&S funding eligibility (new organizations) after January 15th of each fiscal year shall not be subject to the penalties specified in Chapter 805 for the following year’s funding. 

803.3.2 Organizations which were not funded in the current fiscal year are not required to adhere to the deadline and shall not be subject to the penalties specified in Chapter 805 for the following year’s funding.

803.3.3 Technical issues with the budget program which prevent organizations from submitting their budget in a timely manner and which are the responsibility of the university or SG (i.e. excessive web server outages) can be taken into account by SGAS, and the budget deadline may be extended for extraordinary circumstances. 

803.4 All student organizations are required to submit a performance report as part of their budget request. The performance report shall include, but is not limited to:

803.4.1 The organization profile (mission, officer listing, and membership).

803.4.2 Individual descriptions of projects, programs, and services.

803.4.3 Information on meetings conducted during the past fiscal year.

803.4.4 Additional items may be requested by a majority vote of the Interim Funding and Transfers Committee or ASRC.

803.5 SGAS will be responsible for the following procedures:

803.5.1 Provide an automated budget request system (budget program) that encompasses, at a minimum, the following:

803.5.1.1 Updated proviso limits and rules

803.5.1.2 Training module for budget submission

803.5.1.3 Technical support for budget program

803.5.2 Ensure that each eligible organization has appropriate access to the budget program

803.5.3 Verify Organization Eligibility for A&S funding
803.5.4 Verify Budget Workshop attendance/ video equivalent/ website equivalent.

803.5.5 During ASRC deliberations, provide committee members with the appropriate information about the organizations’ financial histories, overall budget status, and other pertinent information.

803.5.6 Prepare the A&S budget for submission to the SG Senate, Student Body President, and University President

803.6 ASRC shall review the budgets in a four-step process: 

803.6.1 Read through each budget request, noting any exceptions to Proviso.

803.6.2 Contact all, and if possible, meet with organizations to discuss their budget requests prior to making recommendations concerning their budget.

803.6.3 Review each budget request as a committee and amend the request according to Proviso, taking into consideration the organization’s past year’s performance and the funds available for allocation during the next fiscal year.

803.6.4 Allocate a period of time for requestors to review their allocation and, if necessary, submit an appeal of any cuts to the budget (mock budget).

803.7 ASRC shall provide for the Senate as a whole their recommendation in the form of a bill for the next fiscal year’s budget no later than the first week in April, unless a new deadline is approved by supermajority vote of the Student Government Senate.  SGAS will present a briefing to the Senate to present the budget recommendation and address the decision-making process.

803.7.1 If the budget is not approved by the Student Government Senate, ASRC will revise the budget taking into consideration the concerns of the Senate. ASRC will represent the revised budget in the form of a bill to the Senate.  This process shall be repeated until the bill is passed by Senate.

803.8 The approved budget will then be forwarded to the Student Body President, who shall approve or veto the budget within ten school days.
803.9 The Student Government Senate shall have the power to override a Student Body Presidential veto by supermajority.

803.10 The approved budget shall be submitted to the President of the University through the Division of Student Affairs within ten school days. The President of the University shall approve or veto the budget within fifteen school days after presentation.

803.10.1 If the President of the University returns the budget for any reason, the Senate President will call a special ASRC meeting to act upon any areas of disagreement. A new budget recommendation must be submitted within fifteen school days after being returned by the President.

Chapter

804

Activity and Service Fee Proviso Language
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804.1 2006-2007 Activity and Service Fee Recommendation Committee Proviso:
804.2 An abeyance of 8% of projected collections shall not be allocated until verification of fee collection has been provided by the Office of Budgets.

804.3 All entities have to justify purchases and projects beyond a reasonable doubt in funding requests.

804.4 Telephones will be funded at a base rate of current IT charges or at last year’s usage levels.  New phones can be funded with proper justification.  Existing telephones for organizations which have not been funded by July 1 of each fiscal year will be terminated by SGAS.

804.5 Travel may be funded with proper justification that includes how the(se) trip(s) directly improve(s) the Organization, University, or State of Florida. Individual travel for students to present papers, posters, or personal academic work, is not considered eligible for "organization funding." This travel should be funded using the Conference Travel Grant Program.  Travel for the purposes of "job search/career fair/networking" is strictly prohibited. Proper justification of costs is required.

804.6 Items such as recorded music, books, subscriptions, and videos can only be funded if not already purchased by the USF Library and only if the items are shipped directly to and controlled by the USF Library.

804.7 Rules and Regulations for Student Government, Student Affairs, and College Councils:

804.8 These items shall not be funded with Activity and Service Fee money:

804.8.1 Personalized Clothing (i.e. no individualized finished product)
804.8.2 Alcohol
804.8.3 Faculty Awards except in accordance with SG Statute 801.6.1

804.8.4 Cash awards and Scholarships
804.8.5 Fundraising costs
804.9 Rules and Regulations for Student Government:

804.10 These items can be funded to a maximum amount by Activity and Service fee monies:

804.10.1 Certificates: $50.00

804.10.2 Costumes: $200.00
804.10.3 Homecoming Floats, materials, and supplies: $750.00 (Excluding the Homecoming Committee)
804.10.4 Trophies/ Plaques $1000.00 for contests, competitions, and recognition of service.
804.10.5 Door Prizes; $200.00 per semester
804.10.6 Student Government Banquet: $20.00 per student attending (for food)
804.10.7 Audio purchases: $100
804.10.8 Nametags for Students: $5.00 per name tag
804.10.9 Business cards: maximum one box per employee per year.  Limited to the top two officers of each Branch, Executive Cabinet members, Senate Executive officers, Agency Directors, and their Assistant Directors, officers of the Election Rules Commission, student Comptrollers, and full-time staff members.
804.11 Additional Rules and Regulations for College Councils: 

804.12 Items that shall not be funded with Activity and Service Money in addition to those items outlined in 804.2.1:

804.12.1 Personalized Business Cards
804.13 These items can be funded to a maximum amount by Activity and Service fee monies:
804.13.1 Certificates: $20
804.13.2 Costumes: $200
804.13.3 Homecoming floats, materials, and supplies: $750
804.13.4 Trophies/Plaques: $300 for contests, competitions, and recognition of service.
804.13.5 Door Prizes: $200 per semester
804.13.6 Audio purchases: $100
804.13.7 Nametags for Students: $5.00 per nametag
804.14 Rules and Regulations for Student Organization:

804.15 ASRC has the discretion to deny funding to any organization.

804.16 SG Senate is not obligated to fully fund Student Organizations. All Student Organizations are encouraged to seek outside financial support.

804.17 These items shall not be funded by Activity and Service Fees:

804.17.1 Cash Awards or Scholarships 
804.17.2 Business Cards/Personalized Name Tags

804.17.3 Personalized clothing (i.e. no individualized finished products)

804.17.4 Door Prizes 
804.17.5 Individual Membership Dues

804.17.6 Equipment (for sports found at Campus Recreation Center)

804.17.6.1 Duly constituted sports organizations are exempt from 804.17.6

804.17.7 Fundraising Costs

804.17.8 Invitations to non-students

804.17.9 USF Campus Room Rental (Marshall Center facilities are free to student organizations.)

804.17.10 Video Rental

804.17.11 Media Advertising

804.17.12 Alcohol

804.17.13 Personal Items

804.17.14 The publishing of academic journals

804.18 These items can be funded at the discretion of ASRC and SG Senate with the proper justification and at no more than the maximum amounts per year listed below:

804.18.1 Computers/software/repair: ASRC discretion (must be pertinent to organization's mission)

804.18.2 Computer Up-keep/supplies: $100.00 (only for A&S funded computers)

804.18.3 Subscriptions/Books: ASRC discretion

804.18.4 Video/Audio Purchases: $150.00

804.18.5 Contractual Services: ASRC discretion

804.18.6 Insurance: ASRC discretion

804.18.7 DJ's/entertainers/presenters/lecturers/speakers: $250.00 per event, annual maximum of $1250.00

804.18.8 Facility Rental: ASRC discretion (must be pertinent to the event)

804.18.9 Certificates: $20.00
804.18.10 Costumes (rental only): $200.00
804.18.11 Decorations/Party Supplies: up to 20% of food allocation per event or up to $200 per event if not given food allocation, not to exceed $750.00 per year.

804.18.12 Homecoming Float, materials supplies, and events: $750.00

804.18.13 Engineering Expo materials and supplies: $600.00 (excluding the Engineering Expo Organization)

804.18.14 Office supplies: $150.00

804.18.15 Trophies/Plaques: $300.00 (for contest or competitions, USF students only)

804.18.16 Posters: $30.00

804.18.17 Banners: $150.00

804.18.18 Membership Dues: ASRC discretion – dues shall be funded only if required for the organization to participate in a competition or conference, and only if the dues are paid for the organization as a whole (not individual memberships). 

804.18.19 Clothing purchases: ASRC discretion – clothing must be used as a promotional item or to benefit the organization as a whole – no individual or small group (i.e. “Executive Board”, “Committees”, etc.) purchases are allowed.

804.18.20 T-shirts: $1250

804.18.21 Uniforms (Club Sports): ASRC discretion – must be non-personalized and able to be passed on to future team members, and any use of USF Logos must be pre-approved by the Athletics Dept.

804.19 Admission will not be charged to any USF student at any A&S funded student organization event, non-students can be charged.  All monies raised from an A&S funded event must be deposited into the organization’s A&S account.

804.20 The ASRC and SG Senate shall not fund more than one event per organization per semester (fall and spring only) to recruit or welcome, and one event to celebrate an end-of-year/semester.

804.21 Food will be funded at the discretion of ASRC and Senate at a maximum of $5.00 per student per event.

804.22 The ASRC and SG Senate shall fund no more than $425.00 for general organization meetings per year.

804.23 Travel will be funded as follows:

804.23.1 Total travel expenses:  Maximum of $3000.00 per year

804.23.2 Airline tickets: $1600.00 maximum per trip – travelers must fly “least-cost” method

804.23.3 Car Rental:  $60.00 per day (exclusive of total gas receipts)

804.23.4 Rooms:  $120.00 per night per room

804.23.5 Registration:  $120.00 per student per conference

804.23.6 Personal Vehicles:  $0.29 per mile

804.23.7 Van Rental: $100.00 per day (with proper justification)

804.23.8 Out of country travel will not be funded, with the exception of Canada

804.23.9 Other expenses: ASRC discretion-must be pertinent to the Organization

804.24 There will be no limit on the number of travelers, either in-state or out-of state. The limits established above shall be enforced and student organizations are expected to manage their funds so that all members of the organization may potentially benefit from travel expenditures.

804.25 Refueling charges assessed by the car rental company at the end of a trip will not be reimbursed.

804.26 This amended Chapter 804 is valid for the current year's ASRC cycle and is valid for interim funding submission during the following fiscal year.  The current Chapter 804 remains valid for interim funding submissions until the end of the current fiscal year.  Any amendments to proviso that are submitted after the approval of proviso by the Senate and Student Body President will be held and introduced after the budget process has been completed.

804.27 Any deviations from proviso by ASRC must be brought to the Senate in the form of a Resolution and passed with a 2/3 vote before the yearly budget is passed.

804.28 Monies allocated to Student Organizations and College Councils for Homecoming activities and floats and Engineering Expo projects and programs cannot be transferred to other projects, programs or services.  Funds allocated for and not used for Homecoming and Expo activities will be swept from the organizational budgets to the unallocated fund account.

Chapter

805

Activity and Service Fee Interim Funding
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805.1 Interim allocations of A&S Fees shall be defined as monies statutorily disbursed from the interim funding account by direct action of the Senate and Student Body President and not included in the present fiscal year's budget.

805.2 The Executive Branch of Student Government shall be funded for the entire fiscal year through interim funding.  In accordance with Chapter 806, this shall be completed by the administration that will be in office for the fiscal year during which the budget is written

805.3 The following items shall be eligible for funding per ASRC proviso by interim funding:

805.3.1 Payroll for all paid positions.

805.3.2 Operating expenses.

805.3.3 Travel.

805.3.4 All programming as outlined by ASRC proviso

805.3.5 Any Operating Capital Outlay (OCO).

805.3.6 Anything else that can statutorily be funded.

805.4 Student Organizations that received annual funding for a fiscal year shall only be eligible for interim funding of emergency expenditures. Emergency expenditures are defined as those expenditures that result from a natural disaster, theft, vandalism, or unexpected equipment failure and would be extraordinarily detrimental to the organization if not funded.  Insufficient funding received by organizations through the annual or interim funding process does not constitute grounds for interim funding under emergency conditions.

805.4.1 Emergency expenditures not specified in statues shall be determined and recorded by the Interim Funding and Transfers Committee.

805.5 Organizations that submit late or incomplete budget requests will be subject to the following penalties:

805.5.1 No travel money will be allocated.

805.5.2 After the interim funding request is approved by the Student Government Senate, a 25% reduction penalty will be applied to allocated funds.

805.6 An organization that is eligible for interim funding must obtain a sponsor for their budget request, which will be submitted to the Senate in the form of a bill.  A list of potential sponsors will be provided in the budget packet.

805.7 The Interim Funding and Transfers Committee shall make a recommendation to the Student Government Senate.  The recommendation, if different from the request, shall be read on the Senate floor by the Budget Committee as an amendment to the original bill.

805.8 Interim Allocations shall be limited by the following percentages:

805.8.1 No more than 60% of the interim funding account may be used for the time period July 1-Dec 31 (Fall).

805.8.2 The remainder of the account may be used for the time period Jan 1-June 30 (Spring).

805.9 In order to allow the Interim Funding and Transfers Committee and Senate adequate time for review, no applications for interim funding in the current fiscal year will be accepted after April 15 of each year.

Chapter

806

Executive Branch Budget
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806.1 The Executive Branch of Student Government shall be funded for the entire fiscal year through interim funding.  This shall be completed by the administration that will be in office for the fiscal year during which the budget is written.

806.2 Due to the fact that the present administration would be unable to account for the plans of future administrations, the following items shall be eligible for funding per ASRC proviso by interim funding:

806.2.1 Payroll for all paid positions

806.2.2 Operating expenses

806.2.3 Travel

806.2.4 All programming as outlined by ASRC proviso

806.2.5 Any Operating Capital Outlay (OCO)

806.2.6 Anything else that can statutorily be funded

806.2.7 Travel is not considered an emergency expenditure and can not be interim funded, except for Executive Branch travel.

806.3 The interim funding request by the SG Executive Branch must be submitted to the Senate, and if applicable, the Senate President and Senate Interim Funding and Transfers Committee chair by the first Senate meeting of the summer session.  Should no budget be turned in by the first Senate meeting, a 25% assessment shall be docked from the said budget.

806.3.1 An executive budget must be approved and passed by the Senate by July 1st.

806.3.2 If no budget is approved by the Senate, the executive branch shall receive monthly pro-rated amounts in a ratio equal to one-twelfth of the requested budget.  Upon passage of the budget by the Senate, funds already spent or encumbered will be deducted from the approved allocation.

806.3.3 This interim funding request shall include all payroll, programming, operating expenses, and travel for the entire year.

806.3.4 Additional interim funding requests other than the main request must be in compliance with chapter 805 of Student Government Statutes.

806.3.5 Should the Executive Branch veto its own budget, Statutes 806.3.1 and 806.3.2 shall be null and void.

806.4 An ad-hoc committee shall be formed to look over the Executive budget.  This committee shall be comprised of seven members, chosen in the following order:

806.4.1 The SG Comptroller

806.4.2 Senate President

806.4.3 Senate Interim Funding and Transfers Chair

806.4.4 Any Senator who has previously served on ASRC

806.4.5 Any Senator who has previously served as an alternate on ASRC

806.4.6 Senators on the Interim Funding and Transfers committee

806.4.7 SG Director of Administrative Services (ex-officio)

806.4.8 SG Accountant (ex-officio)

806.5 When the committee has been filled by seven members, the selection process shall stop.  Whenever there may be a conflict as to who will serve on the committee, the Senator with the most Seniority shall take precedence.

806.6 Upon review, this committee shall present an amended executive branch budget to the Senate for passage.

Chapter

807

Sweep Exemptions
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807.1 Sweep exemption is the process by which any A&S funded entity may request that funds remaining at the end of the current fiscal year be kept and utilized (rolled over) in the next fiscal year.

807.2 All monies remaining in any Student Government, College Council, and Student Organizations A&S account will be 100% swept at the end of the fiscal year, excluding; encumbrances, generated revenue, the Fixed Asset Replacement Fund, the Marshall Center Enhancement Fund, Strategic Planning Fund, and the next year’s Homecoming Account (for the next fiscal year).  Student Affairs A&S accounts will be 100% swept at the end of the fiscal year unless a sweep exemption form is completed and submitted to the Student Government Senate Interim Funding and Transfers Committee by 4:59:59 PM on the last Friday in May.  Written justification with all pertinent information is required for sweep exemption consideration. The exemption amount will depend upon justification and account balances.  Outstanding encumbrances shall also be provided, to include Purchase Order number and item descriptions.

807.3 The Interim Funding and Transfers Committee will review sweep exemption applications and submit a recommendation to the Student Government Senate in the form of a bill.

807.4 Once the sweep exemption bill is approved by the Senate and signed by the Student Body President and University President, the bill will be forwarded to the Student Government Comptroller and University Budget Office.

807.5 If the University Budget Office determines that any individual entity's sweep exemption amount is greater than the amount remaining at the end of the fiscal year; the entity will receive that which is remaining.
