Black Cat Chair Descriptions
1. Black Cat Chair

Besides aiding each of the chairs and making sure that they have what they need to do their jobs effectively, the chair also is responsible for organizing the class meetings to keep the class informed of what is going on with the chairs and get their thoughts on Black Cat. She is the liaison between both the class and the chairs (when they can’t be there she should know enough about where each chair is at in Black Cat preparation to inform the class) and also between the class officers and the chairs. Taking the estimated budgets that each chair as proposed, she meets with the class officers to nail down a budget and sets the class dues which are then sent out to the class and collected within a few weeks so each chair will have time to get what they need.

2. Decorations Chair

This can be two positions; one for the indoor decorations and one for the outdoor decorations. Their job is to plan a theme for the indoor and outdoor decorations and recruit people to execute their design during the allocated time. They also create the banner for our sister class and place it in Buttrick and make sure the decorations make it into Presser for set-up before JP.

3. Party Day Chair

Plans every aspect of our party (decorations, food, entertainment, etc.). They assemble a team to help them decorate and stay in contact with the Evan dining staff to make sure that we have good food and entertainment for our day. 

4. Costumes Chair 

Responsible for planning the costumes that we will wear for bonfire and also for designing the t-shirt that we will be ordered for the class. They then organize when we will distribute the costumes and t-shirts to those that have paid for them.

5. Song Chair

Plans both our sister class song and our class song to be sung at bonfire and during JP. They organize meetings to learn the song and distribute the lyrics via e-mail or on paper to make sure the class knows what we are doing. They can also choose to pre-record the music to help make our songs as sharp as possible.
6. Dance Chair

Gathers a group of volunteers to choose music and choreograph our dance to fit the time parameters set by the SGA Black Cat Chair. She can also choose to pick costumes and props that will aid her in making our dance performance shine. 

7. Trivia Day Chair

Get together a group comprised of competitors, alternates, and a large cheering section (you get points for how many class members attend), and a faculty sponsor of your choice to aid you. Sessions may be held to practice but there really is no right way to study for this day as the questions will be from different subject areas. 

8. Field Day Chair

The field day chair gets a team of competitors (non-athletes because they are not typically allowed to play) cheerleaders, and bystanders (you get points for attendance and wearing your class color). They then order mouth pieces and make sure they the players sign a waiver (if you don’t have signed waivers, your match is forfeited) before the field day tournament begins. You can contact Sophia Newton to discuss what field day entails and how to practice for it.

9. Service Chair

The first job is to collect donations for the annual fund from the class to go towards our class participation totals which will be calculated during Black Cat. Participation will matter for this calculation, not the amount of money. However donations are important. The second job is the oversee the yearly service project which is usually the canned food drive and encourage our class to donate as many cans as possible for a good cause and for more points towards our overall Black Cat point total.
