First Year Class Officer Descriptions
Fall: Class officers should work closely with Black Car chairs to get the class excited and participating in their first Black Cat. 

Spring: Make a workshop towards the end of the semester that includes “Things you should know” after your first year. Perhaps things like how to drop a course, knowing what the Writing Center/Speaking Center offers, meal-plan details, how to use a course catalog/ ASC Agnes, how to access the handbook etc. 

Begin considering fundraising or social events the class would like to sponsor (i.e. last lecture series, dances, etc.).

Help sophomores with Ring Ceremony. Find volunteers and encourage first-years to attend the ceremony so they have an idea on how to plan for the next year. 

1. Class President:

a. Set a positive and exciting tone for all the first-years about Black Cat. This is the chance for your class to get together for the first time and show the college what your class is like. Send out emails to class on behalf of Black Cat. 

b. Work closely with the Black Cat chairs to pick mascot, plan for Black Cat, etc. 

2. Class Vice-President:
a. Assist president with all tasks. The president and vice-president really are the representatives of the class. Be sure the class is aware of what is going on at the college. 

3. Class Secretary:
a. Present at all the meetings to record minutes. Secretary should serve as the contact person or liaison for the class by being up to date on emails. 

4. Class Treasurer:
a. In charge of collecting dues. Make plans for a fundraiser to be used either for the class or towards Black Cat. 

All class officers are also required to:

· Host at least one event every semester

· Attend bi-weekly Executive Board meetings

· Attend monthly president meetings

Notes:

Students can run as a pair for any of the Black Cat or class president/VP.

SGA Related Positions:

1. Senate Representative:

a. Serving as a liaison between the student body and various staff departments on campus; attend weekly Senate meeting and meet with assigned committee departmental contacts. See student handbook/constitution for more details.

2. Honor Court Representative:

a. Serves as a representative of the class on the Honor Court and hears cases brought to the court. Attends regular meetings and cases, and helps promote awareness of the honor code on campus. See student handbook /constitution for more details.

3. J-Board Representative:

a. Serves as a representative of the class on the Judicial Board and hears cases brought to the court (concerning issues such as alcohol policy violations, residence hall policy violations, etc.). Attends regular meeting and cases and helps enforce judicial policies on campus and in the residence halls. See the student handbook/constitution for more details.
