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Fiscal Policies: 

The Fiscal Policies are overseen by the Budget Committee, they are approved each year during the Budget Process and are to function for the following fiscal year.

A. A BelCon recognized organization shall spend no more than $50 of its yearly allocated budget on food, unless specified otherwise by the Budget Committee.

B. All receipts submitted for reimbursement to Student Activities shall be official vouchers from the place of purchase.  Student Activities shall not accept receipts that have been written by a student.  If the quality of the receipt comes under question by a student or Student Activities, the Budget Committee has final say in the matter.

C. No student may be charged to enter or participate in an event that has already been paid for by the Student Activities Fee.  If an event was found to charge students after it has been funded, the matter shall go to the Budget Committee for deliberation.  A BelCon organization may approach the Budget Committee to receive special dispensation from this bylaw.

D. Any club that has not activated their account by the end of the first mod of a semester shall be considered in-active for that semester.  The money they are allocated for that semester shall be transferred into the Auxiliary Club Fund.  A club which activates in the second mod of Fall Semester still shall receives its funding for the Spring Semester.

E. No money shall be accessed from club or committee accounts that do not have an official, up-to-date, copy of their bylaws or constitution filled in the Office of Student Activities.  These accounts shall be considered frozen until such time as the proper documentation can be provided for Student Activities.  Club constitutions shall be filed with the Chair of Club Oversight Committee.

F. No club or BelCon organization may directly pay students for their services.  Student Activities Fee money shall only be used in this manner at the discretion of the Budget Committee in cases where there is distinct need for the service and the compensation is appropriate.

G. $5000 shall be placed into a separate contingency account under student government.  This account shall not be accessed except to cover deficits in the overall student government at the end of a fiscal year.  This money must be replenished as soon as possible, either through unallocated funds or a line in the next budget.
H. Student Activities Fees may not be spent on alcohol or tobacco, with the exception of money allocated to the C-Haus Operating Account.

All events funded by the Student Activities Fee must be open to the entire campus in a manner that does not discriminate on the basis of sex, race, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, age, sexual orientation, or physical or mental disabilities unrelated to activities.

New Allocations:

Appreciation Dinner: A dinner held at the end of each semester to reward active members of BelCon, committee chairs, officers, and others who contribute greatly to student government each semester.

Office Supplies: Money set aside for student government office supplies, toner cartridges, binder, etc.  This money can be accessed by officers with the approval of the Vice President.

Academic Conference Fund: This fund is establish to provide opportunities for students to attend and participate in academic conferences.  It is overseen by the Educational Funding Board and the Funding Oversight Committee

Cultural Programming Fund: The Cultural Programming Fund is created to fund events that bring varieties of cultural programming to campus.  It is open to all different cultures and is meant to enrich the Beloit experience.  It is overseen by the Cultural Funding Board and the Funding Oversight Committee.

Travel Series: This is money allocated to the Student Activities Travel Series Program.  The money will provide additional Wednesday Night Errands, Friday Night Flicks, and an additional trip to Chicago.  It is to be spent as specified by the BelCon body.  If there is a need for this money to be spent in other ways, it takes a 2/3 vote of the BelCon body to reallocate the money.

Midnight Movies: The purpose of this fund is to help finance four midnight movies with the help of Student Activities.  These movies would be picked by Student Activities and run in conjunction with other programs organized by Student Activities.

Student Activities Programming Specialist Salary: This money is allocated to help pay for the position of the Student Activities Programming Specialist.  The purpose in paying for the position is the help guarantee its continuance, as well as to see that some of its emphasis remains on assisting in helping student government.  Money allocated this year will fund the increase for the both the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 fiscal years.

Vortex: This is a music festival held in the Spring.  It will bring a variety of music to campus, with an emphasis on genres such as rock, hip-hop, R&B, pop, etc.  This event will be run by a committee, overseen by Programming Board.  This festival is on a trial period.  Its success and its value to the campus shall be assessed by the BelCon body and the Programming Board at the end of the Spring ’04 Semester in order to determine its continuance.   
Bylaws:

Amendments to the Budget Committee bylaws- Section V: removal all text and insert The Budget Committee shall be responsible for creating fiscal policies each year.  These policies shall be approved along with the budget by the general body.  The Fiscal Policies cannot be amended after approval.  The Budget Committee shall enforce the Fiscal Policies as approved the previous year.

All references to the Off-Campus Conference Fund in BelCon bylaws shall be changed to Off-Campus Fund.
