1. The Traffic and Safety Committee convenes for the purpose of reviewing student concerns regarding traffic, safety, and parking issues on campus.  The Committee meets as necessary and makes recommendations to the SGA Student Senate on action items.

2. The Committee chair shall be appointed by the SGA President, with consent of the SGA Executive Board.
3. The Committee follows Robert’s Rule of Order for all parliamentary procedure.

4. The Committee Chair shall post meeting times at least 48 hours in advance.  The Committee is required to convene at least twice a month.
5. The Chair is responsible for organization and oversight of the campus Safewalk program.

6. The Committee Chair must report to the Student Senate every two weeks about the status of projects and administrative requests.

7. The Committee members will work with the SGA Executives to get campus-wide concerns addressed in an expeditious manner.

8. The members of the Committee are eligible for a stipend of $50 per semester for their service on the committee.  In order to receive this stipend the members must attend all meetings of the committee and must sign the appropriate honorarium form by the deadline specified by the Committee Chair.  Committee members may be excused from one meeting per semester without losing their stipend.  The Chair is ineligible for this stipend.  The Student Senate should review this stipend on an annual basis.

9. The Traffic and Safety chair shall receive a stipend of $150 per semester.   The work of the Chair shall be reviewed by the Senate at least once a semester, before the stipend is allocated.  The Student Senate should review this stipend on an annual basis.
